Silent Auction Details:

The silent auction tables will be set up along the walls on each side of the ballroom (7-10 tables on each side)

Silent Auction bidding runs from 5pm to approximately 9pm
Silent Auction Volunteers must be:

· Friendly and enthusiastic
· Able to make guests aware of registration, coat check, restrooms, the no host bar, and point out the other silent auction tables across the room

· Able to address any questions about the program or assist in making accommodations necessary to satisfy the guest
· Able to remind guests to purchase Heads & Tails beads and mystery boxes

· Able to monitor the activity around the silent auction tables

· Be familiar with the auction items, especially big dollar items
· Able to watch for minimum bids to be met, and increased by appropriate amounts

· Able to ensure names and bid numbers are legible

· Able to notice an item is not moving, notify the coordinator to have an announcement made by the MC

· Able to listen for the MC to give a 5 minute warning when the tables will be closing

· Able to circle the highest bid and remove the pens from the table, tear off the top sheet and take them to Finance when the tables close

· Monitor items on the table until packaging begins
· There will be bags at the accounting table for guests to take their items home
· Thank them for supporting the Healthy Alaska Natives Foundation
